Just to recap:

1.  Once a child has learned how to spell the sight words in LIST 2, you can begin teaching him/her how
to write and read these sentences.

2. The suggested time for each sentence is 2 weeks, spending one week on vocabulary and the 2" week
on the word family. Spend more or less time according to the child's progress.

3. The child should know how to spell all of the SIGHT WORDS in the sentence before moving onto the
next sentence. The underline words DO NOT need to be spelled correctly to move on.

4. The underlined words can be replaced with different words to teach vocabulary.

5. The word families are there to teach a specific spelling pattern.

Focus on spelling the color words: red, green, blue, black, pink

Who has the white bag? Vocabulary: colors/objects
Focus on spelling the color words: white, orange, yellow, purple, brown

Where is the new boat? Vocabulary: transportation
Word family: boat, coat, float, moat, oat,

Where are you from? Vocabulary: states, countries
I am from
When did you go? Vocabulary: verbs

Word family: bid, did, hid, kid, lid, slid,

Do you want any cake? Vocabulary: foods
Review the word family: bake, cake, fake, lake, make, rake, take

Why do you want to eat it? Vocabulary: foods
Word family: eat, beat, cheat, heat, meat, seat, treat, wheat,
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The little mouse ran away. Vocabulary: animals

Word family: house, mouse

How many are there?
There are

We will make one now. Vocabulary: verbs

Word family: bow, cow, how, now, wow

We will find one soon. Vocabulary: things
Word family: bill, chill, dill, fill, hill, mill, pill, will

Please, put the book down.

Word family: brown, clown, down, frown, gown, tfown,
